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We received this missive from Daniel for all to see-

The shire of Vulkanveldt will be hosting July Coronation
this year July 15,16,17. One of the exciting things about these
types of events is all the regalia and fancy banners, tents, etc. Put-
ting on Crown events is always a strain on the limited resources of
a shire. One of the problems is coming up with enough fighting
Erics for the tournaments.

What we would like to propose is an agreement among the
Inlands Region to provide 1 fighting Eric from each shire. By
having more than the needed number of shires participating in the
program we hope to be able to gather 8 when needed. Instead of
scrapping together 8 so-so Erics each shire can go all out on 1.

If the Shire has an Eric you could just concentrate on
decorations and making sure it meets the size requirements. When-
ever a shire or ... hosts a Crown event or Tournament the other
shires will "loan" the fancy Eric for the event. This will require a
certain amount of pre-planning to make sure all the Erics are on
site in a timely manor.

To standardize the needed material we propose an Eric of
35 feet square with 16 stanchions and 2 ropes. The top rope at
approx. 36 inches and the second rope about 18 inches up from the
ground with the stanchions 48 inches tall above ground. This
would allow them to be configured in different shapes if needed and
would ensure that all would be the correct size. You may choose to
decorate the ropes and add fancy work on the stanchions. By fixing
a size we hope to be able to "box up all the parts” in one or two
cases for ease of transport and storage.

We also propose that each shire provide a banner with its
device to be displayed at the Eric for identification with a 10" pole. If
this is acceptable then we will have a judging committee made up
of the Arts & Sciences officer of the participating shires to judge
best for a prize.

T-Tunic: ***Please bring a shirt that fits you com-
fortably to use at the start of your pattern. (we won't be cutting the shirt
up) 3 yards fabric of your choice, & thread, 3 packages of double fold bias
tape. The bias tape can be any color. *This will make a tunic that come to
about your knees. Bring more fabric if you'd like it to be longer.

***This is the pattern that | use to make Cerdic's tunics and fighting
gambesons (heavy & fencing).
Cloak: 7 1/2 yards of 45" wide fabric (OR 6 yards of 60" wide fabric),
matching thread. If you want to line it, you will need 7 1/2 yards of fabric
for lining. (OR 6 yards of 60" wide fabric) ***This cloak is being made
from McCalls Pattern #M4310. It is not a full circle or a half circle
cloak. You can look at the pattern here so you know
what you're getting into http://store.sewingtoday.com/cgi-bin/
mccallspatterns/shop.cgi?s.item.M4310=x&TI="cape'&pageNum=1
I will be bringing the pattern. ***Please remember NOT to use polar
fleece for the outside of your cloak. It will melt if it catches on fire. If you
really want to use it, use it as a liner.***

~From the Constabulary~
Greetings unto all;

These words are from Angus MacCampbell, your branch
Constable.. A few things that some may not know or have overlooked
that 1 have noticed in my travels and believe are worth mentioning.
The Majority of SCA events are camping events. Some sites are pri-
vately owned land and thus subject to the landowner's wishes, other
sites are public parks and subject to the park rules. In the SCA we
hold our selves responsible for cleaning our sites and take pride in
leaving them better than when we found them. We sometimes have to
deal with people that may have different ideas about things. Be sure
to do this in a courteous manner
Now that we have crossed trial bridge, lets talk about what we can to
set the standard for others to follow.

1.Upon arrival at the gate look for information about the rules of the
site. If they seem unclear be sure to ask someone to explain them.
Ask about things like pet leash laws, where to dispose of garbage, is
there a recycle bin, ECT.

2.Unload and remove your wagon to the parking area and
forget it. You are now in the Middle ages.

3.Most events will have a dumpster, compost pile or some way of
handling garbage, if not, take it with you when you leave, after alt you
brought it. Remember we want to leave the site better than when we
found it. It's the Dregate tradition to be trendsetters.

4. Always respect the boundaries of other encampments; never en-
ter into one with out permission. If you are delivering something to the
encampment call out to anyone there and explain your purpose,
chances are they can help.

5.Dregate has always thought of itself as a large extended family
and we look out for one another. But sometimes members of the fam-
ily have problems and may not know what to do. If you find yourself in
a situation that you think you can't handle for whatever reason seek
help from another member of Dregate.

Likewise if you run across a person having some difficulty help
them. In dealing with a situation that involves someone outside the
shire be sure to extend every courtesy. Make everyone stop take a
look and find a good solution, again if it is out of your control find an-
other member of Dregate to help many of the older members are rea-
sonably skilled at conflict resolution and are willing to help. Remember
this is supposed to be FUN! | have just touched the tip of the iceberg
on things that we need to pay extra attention to when camping.

Use a healthy dose of Common sense, Courtesy, Diplomacy and
control and see how well it works. Ali these things 1 have mentioned
here are not foreign to the SCA, as you can look them up in the
"Known World Handbook" pages 85-90. | would encourage alt of you
to read this and apply it to your SCA experience, the Books can be
obtain from Lady Melissa MacCampbell.. A final word... We do this to
have fun, so leave your stress at home.
