Mundanely speaking; The site is at the Evergreen State Fairgrounds in 
Monroe Wa. Located at the bottom of Stevens Pass. The event usually starts 
on Friday, and site closes Sunday.

6. DO ! nancially support the SCA with your membership, if it is within 
your budget. These days you must be a member to be an of! cer, Local and 
Kingdom Champions.

7. DO attend Ithra sessions or A&S workshops. DON’T miss these 
opportunities to increase your skills and expand your horizons. You will 
meet wonderful people with vast skills they are itching to share.

8. DO attend events outside the shire according to your time and ! nancial 
abilities. DON’T limit your knowledge of our wide and diverse Kingdom, 
or the Known World.
