In the past few years, the Society has been garnering increased media 
attention, some due to the efforts of the Society and Kingdom Press Of-
" cers, some through situation beyond our control. While that can be a 
possitive thing, raising awareness of the Society’s activities in the outside 
world, expanding our potential for educational outreach and enhancing 
the image of the Society as a whole, thiere is also a downside which will 
require extra vigilance from local groups. There are media sources which 
are more interested in sensationalist coverage that in portraying the orga-
nization in an accurate manner.
First  a caution to parents: there have been incidents where an individual 
has approached minors claiming to be a reporter wanting information on 
the organization, but refusing to speak to the parents. When we contacted 
the media outlet whom the individual claimed to be representing, the me-
dia oulet had no reporters who had contacted us. They also assured us that 
they would not have approached a minor without " rst talking to the par-
ents. Please be on your guard for this ruse, especially in a public setting.
Next, There has been an increased amount of attention from national/high 
end media, including magazines, professional student " lmakers & docu-
mentary, and reality TV shows, If any of these media outlets contact you, 
the contact should never be handled at teh local level. Refer the contact 
immediatly to your Kingdom Media Rep; it will most likly be handled at 
a Society level. Permission to " lm at any SCA function for anything other 
than personal viewing can only be obtained from the Corporate level. Per-
mission request go to the Society Seneschal, via the Society Press of" ce.
Additionally , permission to use names, logos and insignia of the Society 
for Creative Anachronism, Inc. for any media venture must be obtained 
through the president of the SCA, via the Society Seneschal/Society Press 
Of" ce. This includes the names and heraldry of Kingdoms, Baronies and 
local branches as well as the Society as a whole.
Finally , a note about the Internet video. Please let common sence prevail. 
Do not post any copyrighted material (video or audeo) fro which you 
do not hold the copyright without obtaining written permission from the 
copyright holder.

Increased Media Attention & Guidelines
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Officers Duties
The Seneschal  is the legal representative of a branch. 
Seneschals sign all contracts, make sure that things 
are done pursuant to the restrictions of all modern laws, 
corpora and kingdom law, work with the chatelaines 

to handle all public relations, and normally conduct the business 
meetings/curia. The seneschals coordinate activities with other 
branch of! cers. They are required to be on the branch’s ! nancial 
committee.      

 Exchequers  are responsible for maintaining the 
! n ancial records of their branch and for ensuring that 
all funds are spent to further the Society’s non-pro! t, 
educational purpose. Branch Exchequers must maintain 

permanent, detailed books and records of all ! nancial activity. All 
records must be retained for at least seven years. Exchequers are 
required to be on the branch’s ! nancial committee.

  Heralds  are responsible for being available to 
the populace for various heraldic assistance. They 
are also responsible for organizing court, ! eld, and 
announcement heraldry at local events. Part of their job 
is to help members of the branch choose their names 

and design their devices in accordance with SCA criteria.

      Constables are no longer an of! ce required by the kingdom.

      Marshals are responsible for making sure that all 
S.C.A. combat is conducted safely. They know the 
ABC’s of ! ghting and help teach them to new ! ghters, 
they make sure ! ghters are carded and that waivers are 

signed at practices and sent to the waiver secretary of An Tir.

      Iron Key  is an of! ce under Marshal, and is responsible for the 
care and storage of loaner ! ghting equipment.

      Gold Key is responsible for loaner garb at events for newcomers. 
They also store it and clean it in between events. They are an of! ce under 
the guidance of Chatelaine.

Chirurgeons are no longer an of! ce required by Kingdom.

 Waterbearers supply water at local events and practices. They are not 
required but do provide a valuable service.

 Lists con! rm that all combatants have ! ghter authorization cards; arrange 
and record the pairing of ! ghters at tournaments and demonstrations.

  Chief Archers are responsible for ensuring that missile combat and 
target archery activities occur safely in their branch. A Branch Chief 
Archer must be, at minimum, a warranted junior light marshal. Branch 
archers are responsible for making sure that scores shot in their branch are 
turned in to the appropriate person within 30 days after they are shot.
 
 Rapier Marshals, also sometimes known as Branch Master of Swords, 
are responsible for ensuring that rapier combat occur safely in their 
branch. They are required to be at a minimum warranted junior rapier 
marshals.

 Equestrian Of" cers include maintaining records of quali" ed riders in the 
local branch, being familiar with the An Tir Equestrian Handbook, sending 
insurance request copies to the Kingdom Equestrian Of" cer and informing 
the KEO of all equestrian events in your area.
 
 Gamesmasters teach games, play games, hold games nights and conduct 
gaming tournaments.

Dean of Pages provide educational and enjoyable period activities for 
children ages twelve to seventeen at local events. They identify and plan 
appropriate activities, games, classes and workshops for young people. 
Branch Deans provide guidance for all youths within their branch, 
regardless of enrollment status as members of the College of Pages. They 
organize and participate in the rank challenges.

 Pied Pipers are responsible for organizing younger children’s activities at 
S.C.A. events. They are not babysitters. 

 Grete Boke keeps track of the history of their branch so this important 
part of what we are is not lost.
